1. Warsaw Essentials



This section will guide you through some 
of the top attractions that you can’t sim‑
ply miss! Walk around the Old Town to see 
the Royal Castle with its two original Rem‑
brandt canvases, as well as the Cathedral 
and the Mermaid Statue. Enjoy a stroll along 
the Royal Route, packed with shops and 
charming cafes. Visit a prime example of 
social‑realism architecture, the tallest build‑
ing in Poland – the Palace of Culture and 
Science – with its viewing terrace on the 
30th floor looking out over the entire city. 
From up there you will see that nearly half of 
Warsaw area is covered with green squares 
and gardens… so take a stroll through one of 
the largest parks – the Royal Łazienki Park 
or the Saxon Garden. Also visit one of the 
best of the city’s many museums, including 
the world’s largest Chopin memorabilia in 
the Fryderyk Chopin Museum, or the Na-
tional Museum in Warsaw, or perhaps the 
multimedia‑filled Warsaw Rising Museum, 
which will help you better understand the 
identity of the city.

2. City of Fryderyk Chopin



Discover the city of Fryderyk Chopin, one 
of the world’s greatest composers, who was 
born in Żelazowa Wola, and shortly after 
moved to Warsaw. The journey starts al‑
ready at the Warsaw Chopin Airport, named 
after the musician. Then, the most important 
stops include the Fryderyk Chopin Museum 
with the world’s largest collection of Chopin 
memorabilia, the Holy Cross Church, where 
his heart is entombed, and his monument 
in the Royal Łazienki Park, where open air 
concerts are held every Sunday afternoon 
from May to September. See the one and 
only Chopin pedestrian crosswalk, designed 
in the style of a piano keyboard, and sit on 
one of the various Chopin benches placed 
around the city near important Chopin’s 
landmarks, where you can enjoy his music 
with a single press of a button.



IN CHOPIN’S FOOTPRINTS
Fryderyk Chopin’s music calls you to follow in his 
footsteps. Immerse yourself in Polish stories, anec‑
dotes, puzzles, quizzes and traditional Polish tunes 
that influenced Chopin. An expert guide will drive 
you around the city in an air‑conditioned Mercedes.

3. Judaica



Trace the story of Warsaw’s Jewish com‑
munity by visiting the Ghetto Wall, the 
Nożyk Synagogue, the Jewish Cemetery, 
and the Museum of the History of Polish 
Jews POLIN, located at the heart of what 
was once the Jewish district, next to the 
Monument of the Ghetto Heroes. Track 
locations from the movie The Pianist, drop 
by Grzybowski Square to see Próżna Street 
with some buildings that survived the war, 
and enjoy a Jewish meal at a traditional res‑
taurant nearby. The Footbridge of Memory, 
a luminous installation over Chłodna Street, 
is a must‑see. It is placed where a wood‑
en footbridge used to connect the big and 
small ghettos – it restores the memory of 
those tragic events through multimedia and 
3D pictures.



VISIT THE ŻABIŃSKI VILLA AND 
DISCOVER A FASCINATING STORY
The Żabiński Family Villa can be found on the grounds of 
the Warsaw Zoo. It once served as the office and home of 
zookeeper Jan Żabiński and his family. During the WWII, 
the Villa was dubbed “the villa under a crazy star.” It is the 
setting of a fascinating story, told in Diane Ackerman’s 
novel “The Zookeeper's Wife” and recently brought to 
the screen in the film of the same name. Now housing 
a memorial exhibition, the Villa is open for visitors.

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5. Green Warsaw



Warsaw is a salubrious and refreshing des‑
tination because nearly half of the city is 
made up of green areas. There are 96 parks, 
of which the biggest and most beautiful 
is the Royal Łazienki Park and palace com‑
plex. One special green area is the right 
bank of the Vistula River, which is marked 
by its unspoiled, natural habitat – beavers, 
terns and even elk can be found there. In‑
deed, both banks of the river are consid‑
ered to be the summer centres of the city. 
Here you can relax on one of the eight mu-
nicipal beaches, rent sporting equipment, 
go on a bicycle tour along the river, or take 
a cruise on a traditional wooden boat.

Sporty Vistula!
Cycling lanes, jogging lanes, harbours – enthusiasts of ac‑
tive leisure on the Vistula River have plenty to choose 
from! A special fitness trail winds along the “wild” right 
bank. If you happen to cycle in this neighbourhood, for ex‑
ample, you can use the climbing wall by the Świętokrzyski 
Bridge, do flatland skimming near the zoo, play volleyball 
and other things by the Poniatowski Bridge, or try your 
hand at archery once you reach Gocław.

The left bank of the river is primarily boulevards. 
On their new central stretch, you can find, among other 
things, trampolines and spraygrounds. It is well worth 
stopping at an outdoor gym and a workout zone by the 

Flotylla Wiślana Boulevard or the Czerniakowski Port, 
where you can find a wakeboard lift and volleyball courts.

More and more sailing opportunities are opening 
up all the time. From May on, the river is open both to 
large vessels, which will take you on an all-day cruise 
out from the city, as well as traditional wooden boats 
and kayaks offering hour‑long pleasure cruises, e.g. at 
sunset. Also available are free ferries joining the oppo‑
site banks, which can be used for transporting bikes.

This coming season will see open‑air training ses‑
sions of yoga, roller skiing and tai chi.
